The ABCs of Tennis
Lesson 5: Create Your Book

Overview: As students are engaged in the activities linked to this unit they will be
motivated to build context area vocabulary related to the game of tennis through the
creation of ABC books. Students will explore a variety of ABC books, including books
for older readers that use the letters of the alphabet as a starting point to present
information about a featured subject - tennis. Students will decide on a style and
structure for their own alphabet books and choose a word for each letter associated
with the subject area of the game of tennis using textbooks, reference books or
suggested websites as research tools. Student’s final ABC books will be created
using traditional classroom binding methods or present by using PowerPoint.

Objectives:
Students will be able to-

e Take an active role in their learning by identifying the content subject - the
game of tennis - vocabulary they research.

e Build up their research skills as they seek to define their chosen tennis
vocabulary through the use of context subject reference books, materials and
the Internet.

e Exhibit their new vocabulary comprehension through proper use of the words
in context and with accompanying illustrations in an ABC book.

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Lesson & Activity

Teaching/Model

Students will be presented with multiple blank copies of the ABC Page
Template.

The teacher will again explain the layout for the ABC Book by showing
examples.

Students will begin to create the pages of their ABC Books using the ABC
Page Template(s) - Optional: students can always use PowerPoint to create
their book pages as well.

Students will use their chosen 26 words for each letter and use the space for
notes for each letter in the alphabet with the addition of an illustration on each
page for all 26 words.

Students will create a cover for their ABC Books.

Students will complete their books by binding their pages using a hole-punch
and ribbon/string. Optional: students will save and print their PowerPoint and
then bind using a hole-punch and ribbon/string.

Students may share their creative ABC Books with the class once complete
and/or with a younger grade level of student classes to help introduce them to
the world of tennis.
